As Senior Open Convenor I was ably assisted by a team of 14 others who all assisted in the smooth running of the event.  After a player had finished, the Touchscreen was used to input scores enabling us to print results, calculate the CSS for both Home and Away players, the results could then be published to “HowDidIDo”.  This saved us sending results to Clubs.

However, the PSI proved problematic and next year we will retain using a laptop for recording results, using both in parallel was not necessary.  We calculated the CSS from the Laptop to be 70 for both Home and Away Players.

Our Club Captain Archie Harper kindly attended to present the prizes with very few winners present.   This was disappointing for both the Captain and myself.
There were loads of positive comments up the excellent condition and tidiness of the course and the great surfaces of our greens.  One gentleman who plays in a very large number of Senior Opens all over the country said to our Secretary, David Moir, that these greens were the best by far that he had played on all season.   Some competitors even asked for Entry Forms for next year’s Senior Open on the day.
It was a very successful day for Cathkin Braes with nearly £1000 being taken in catering and bar sales and served to promote Cathkin Braes as one of the best golf clubs in the West of Scotland.   An enormous amount of unseen work goes into the preparation for this event prior to the day and to my predecessor Bill Cumming sincere thanks for helping train me to run this event and for his continued support.
